OLBA VALESKA:
CZECHS AND SLOVAKS IN THE NETHERLANDS.

Records of Czechs and Slovaks in the Netherlands
can be traced as early as the 17th century. They were
emigrants who had found asylum here after the fatal
battle of Bf14 Hora in 1620. Some of them left the
Netherlands again, others settled down and their
descendents are still living here. Their names have
been almost unrecognisibly changed, though; e.pg. the
name of the Czech noble family Berka z Dubé is now
speiled Dy their descendents as Stube,

Many of the post-Bfl4 Hora emigrants have taken
up studies in the Netherlands, as can be seen from
the contemporary university records. A Czech refugece
in the Netherlands, Pavel OprSal, in 1963 made a list
of Czechs and Slovaks who studied here between the
years 1621 - 1707. Among the 182 names on this list
are those of well-known Czech and Moravian noble fa-
milies, such as Budovec of Budov, Kapli¥ of Sulevic,
Petipesky, SmiFficky, Bubna, Kinsky, Koldic, V¥esovic—
k¥ and Mitrovic, ' ' .

In the soil of the Netherlands is alsc the grave
of the "teacher of nationa", Jan Amos Komensky (Come-
nius)q whose wanderings through Europe ended here:he
dted in 1670 at Amsterdam and he has been buried at
Naardene In 1937 the Netherlands government gave the
plot of land with Komensky's grave as a gift to the
Czechoslovak government, which had a chanel built
there, In the Naarden townhall there is a guest regis-
ter containing nessages and inscriptions from many
Czechs and Slovaks, wost of whom live abroad as
refugees, and also from foreign aduirers of Kouensky's
work and personality, who travel to Naarden to cele-
brate his memory.
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At Zeist there exists a religious group called
the "Cinzendorfers", whose uembers ave the descendents
of the Moravian Brothers of Ochranev. Ochranov was
founded in 1722 in Lusatia by Count Mikuldg of Zin -
zenderf as an asylum for the Czech and soravian Unity
of Brethern.

Somewhere in an unknown place in Rotterdam there
is the grave of FrantiSek Skroup, the composer of the
Czechoslovak national anthem, who was a conductor of
the Opera at Rotterdanm,

There are at present two generations of Czechs
and Slovaks in the Netherlands: emipgrants who_.have
settled here before World War II, and refugees who
cage to the country after the communist coup d'état
in February 1948, Their total number is estimated at
abont 200, They live spread out all over the Nether-
lands, larger groups are to be found only at the ca-
pital Amsterdan and at Best, the site of a Bafa
factory., In the past there have been Czech clubs in
the Netherlands, but in the course of time they have
either wvanished or have been merged with the Free
Czechoslovak Committee in the Netherlands, which is
affiliated to the Federation of Refugee Orpanisations
(FOVIN) in the Netherlands. Thus the Free Czechoslovak
Committec has been existing from 1958, Its chairman
is Dr., Karel Remed from Hilversum: Mr, Stanislav Koz-
lovaky from Amsterdam is its secretary,

Twice a year the committee organises a meeting of
Czechs and Slovaks: at Naarden on the eccasion of Jan
Anios Komensky's birthday celebrations (28th March)
and at Amsterdam to celebrate the Czechoslovak Liber a-
tion Day (28th October),

Since a few years summer vacation caamps are orga-
nised in the Netherlauds for the Children of Czechs
and Slovaks, where they learn the Czech language ant
the fundaments of Czechoslovak history and geography;
thesc canps are organised by the Free Czechoslovak
Cormittee in coopevation with Academia Christjana in
Rome. Any child can atitend thege camps, regardless of
creed or religion; the Committee pays for those who
cannot afford the expenses.

Last year's camp took place in Italy, this year's
will be held in Darney near Nancy, France, It is here
that the caump of the Czechoslovak Legionaries was
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situated in 1915 ~ 1918; in their uemory a monument
has been erected at Darney.

Some of our compatriots have attained motable
pozitions in science and industry in the yetherlands,
Prof.Dr.I.Gadourek lectures sociclogy at the Univer-
sity of Groningen, and Dr.Z.Diettrich is a don of
Central European history at the University of Utrecht.
In the sane town Dr.J.Jarolimek is a don of civil law
at the School of Tax Science.

Some of the names known to us in industry, as far
as Czechoslovaks are concerned, are Hr.Nosek,vwho is a
director of the Bata factory at Best, and Mr.A.Halek,
manufacturer at Enschede,

Qur nation has many friends, too, in the Nether-
lands. As one of the first we ought to uention Mr W,
Valk, secretary of the Stichting Nederlands Halpcomi-
té voor Tsjechoslowaakse Vliuchtelingen {Hetherlands
Aid Coumittee for Czechoslovak Refugees) at Amster -
dam; he is also honorary president of the Free Czecho-
slovaks Committee in the Netherlands., Mr.Valk has
occupied himself for many years with the study of
Czechoslovakia, its past and present. He has studied
the Czech language and bas visited Czechoslovakia
several times., His book "Tsjechoslowakije, het Hart
van Buropa" {Czechoslovakia, the Heart of Europe)was
published at Amsterdam in 1947,

Recently pensioned at Schiedam was the forumer
ship*s master H.Groenhof, who is possibly the only
man in the Netherlands possessing the Czechoslovak
military medal 1st degree "For Bravery". This distinc-
tion was accorded to him by Jan Masaryk personally at
London during World War IX, for the rescue of 270
Czechoslovak airmen whom he transported on his ship
from France to England in 1940.

Even now, when both countries are separated by the
Iron Curtain, Czechoslovakia is not forgotten in the
Netherlands. On the contrary. Each year, in auntuumn,
the Netherlands organisation Qostpriesterhulp {Help
for the Priests in comumunist-doninated countries
holds a national pilgrimage day at ‘'s~Hertogeunbusch;
this is a guiet manifestation of sympathy with silea-
ced and persecuted Church behind the Iren Curtain.
Part of this pilgrimage day is an cxhibition,a section
of which is dedicated to Czechoslovakia and its silen-
ced Churech,
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At the universities of Leiden, Amsterdam and Ut -
recht students may study Czech language and literature
by the cathedra of Slav languages, either as a main or
secondary subjeect. At the University of Amsterdam our
counatriot Dr, van Dam-Havelkov4 has completed her
studies of Czech language and literature; she took part
in the 28th Congress of Dutch Philelegists in Nijmegen,
where she read a paper on "Micha's works in Czech 1li-
terary critique®.

In the libraries of the above mentioned universities
andin the Royal Library at The Hague there are a consi-
derable number of Czech and Slovak books.

Finally those Czechoslovaks should be mentioned
who come to the Netherlands for a short time only, to
whom this country is one of the stopping places in their
artistic or sports career, Some of them are refugees,
others come here from Czechoslovakia, During the Spring
of last year the famous Czech pianist Rudelf Firkudny
performed here with great suecess. In the Summer of
last year the leading solist of the Brno Opera,Vilém
PFibyl, sang here as a guest during the Holland Festival,
an artistiec event of great impertance;he obtained very
favourable critigue, Jan PoldSek, the exile~Czech
cellist, was a welcome guest in the concert halls and
broadcasting studios here in the Autumn of 1o st year,
where his success was great, Since a few years agready
the Brno folk dance anﬁ singing group is a regular

Autumn guest in the Netherlands; it never fails to win

the heart of the audience with the charm of its gerfor
mance and the beauty of our natienal costumes, At pre-

sent the Czecheslovak piamist Stanislav Knor is glVIDE
